MINUTES FROM THE

CITY OF WAUTOMA

REGULAR MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL

JUNE 9, 2014

Mayor Nixon called the regular meeting of the City of Wautoma Common Council to order at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, June 9, 2014.


Present: Mayor Nixon, Alderpersons Trevor Diedrick, Ed Hernandez, Patrick King, Steve Ryerson, and Lee Wise.


Excused: Alderperson Aaron Grimm


Prayer and Pledge took place.


Without objection, Mayor Nixon took item 17 a. out of order.  A representative from Kerber Rose and Associates discussed the City’s 2013 financial audit.  All three major funds General, Water and Sewer had surpluses.  She commented that the budget amounts were very close to actual expenditures which is very rare compared to other communities.  Alderperson Hernandez commended Mr. McCue for his oversight of the city’s finances.  Alderperson Hernandez moved to receive and place on file the 2013 audit.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Wise moved approval of the Regular Common Council meeting held on May 12, 2014, Airport Commission meeting held on May 14, 2014, and Finance and Personnel meeting held on June 2, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 4-0.

Mr. McCue presented the General Fund Budget Comparison and Bank Account Report.


Alderperson Hernandez moved approval of the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 5-0.


Nancy Jurik addressed the council and shared her displeasure that the city mowed her lawn and didn’t feel as though she should have to pay the bill.  She suggested the city mail out a notice and allow five days for the property owner to correct the problem.

Alderperson King moved approval of:

The motion was seconded by Alderperson Hernandez and carried 4-0-1 with Alderperson King abstaining.


Alderperson King Wise moved approval of Resolution 14-006 A resolution approving the electronic compliance maintenance annual report.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Diedrick moved to layover and ordinance to amending Chapter 60, Utilities, Article III, Sewer System, Division 3 Construction and Installation. The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.


Mr. McCue presented his monthly Administrator/ Clerk/ Treasurer report. Matt Reepsdorf was hired as the temporary seasonal public works employee and gave notice of Board of Review on June 10, 2014 at 1 p.m.  Chief Weiss’ monthly report was also presented.  


Mayor Nixon shared a letter from Judy Downie resigning from the WWII Board, a letter from Pastor Mark Clements from the Coulee Region Prayer Consortium, reminded residents to register their pets by June 20th and gave an update on Dog Park.


Alderperson Diedrick moved approval of paying the monthly vouchers.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Hernandez and carried 5-0.  The council also reviewed the end of the month vouchers.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of a new/revised proposal from Dixon Engineering for the coating inspection service for the 250,000 gallon water tower for $17,126.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.


The council discussed the Community Development Block Grant- Public Facilities list of project for the proposed 2015 street, sanitary sewer and storm sewer upgrades.  No action was taken.


Alderperson Diedrick moved approval of the design presented for the water tower which consisted of having an orange base and lower bowl, whitish top with black WAUTOMA in bold and the school district’s fighting hornet.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 5-0.

Alderperson King moved approval of an amended and restated development agreement between the City of Wautoma and Mayville Engineering Company, Inc. to extend the date of creating 200 jobs to December 31, 2015 and retaining those jobs until at least December 31, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.


Alderperson Diedrick moved approval of allowing James Nezat 219 Hazel St. to have three dogs at his home with the condition that all three dogs must be registered and the city reserves the right to revoke this privilege at any time for cause.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 5-0. 


Alderperson Hernandez moved approval of change order 4 from PTS Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $5,722.20 for the sanitary sewer project. The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.


Alderperson Wise moved to forgive Mary Bohn’s bill to thaw her water lateral for the second time.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Ryerson moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.  The meeting adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
