MINUTES FROM THE

CITY OF WAUTOMA

REGULAR MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL

OCTOBER 13, 2014

Mayor Nixon called the regular meeting of the City of Wautoma Common Council to order at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, October 13, 2014.


Present: Mayor Nixon, Alderpersons Trevor Diedrick, Aaron Grimm, Ed Hernandez, Patrick King Steve Ryerson and Lee Wise.  

Prayer and Pledge took place.


Alderperson Ryerson moved approval of the regular Common Council meeting held on September 8, 2014 and Finance and Personnel meeting held on October 6, 2014 The motion was seconded by Alderperson Hernandez and carried 6-0.  

Mr. McCue presented the General Fund Budget Comparison and Bank account report.


Alderperson Hernandez moved approval of the agenda.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 6-0.

Alderperson King moved approval of  Ordinance 14-009 adding to Chapter 38, Parks and Recreation, Article II, Park Regulations, Section 38-21 amending to add a mandate that dogs must have a city issued permit to use the city’s dog park.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 6-0.


Ordinance 14-010 adding to Chapter 8, Animal Control, Article II, Dogs and Cats, Division 1, Generally, Section 8-34, be amended to ban American Pit Bull Terrier or Staffordshire Bull Terrier or American Staffordshire Terrier from the City of Wautoma died for lack of a motion.

Mr. McCue presented his monthly Administrator/ Clerk/ Treasurer’s report.  Chief Weiss’ monthly report was reviewed along with CCAP Services’ Community Development Block Grant- Revolving Loan Fund (CDBG-RFL) Quarterly Activity Report.  The City’s estimated population dropped to 2,171.  The council reviewed a letter from the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin regarding American Transmission Company LLC proposed work with in the City of Wautoma.  A thank you letter from the Waushara Area Chamber of Commerce for the city’s support for the Music in the Park series this past summer was reviewed.

Alderperson King moved approval of the mayor’s appointment of both Danielle Castner to the Wautoma Public Library’s Board with a term expiring on June 30, 2017 and the mayor appointment of Mary Reilly as an at large member of the Wautoma Historical Board (WHB) and changing Danielle Castner from and at large member of the WHB to the Library Board Representative.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Hernandez and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Ryerson moved approval of paying the monthly vouchers.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 6-0.  The September end of the month vouchers were also reviewed.


Alderperson King suggested that the common council and Silver Lake Sanitary District meet to discuss billing issues.  No formal action was taken.


Alderperson Wise moved to refer action regarding cost estimates for projects identified for the Community Development Block Grant- Public Facilities and city funds. And, possible reconsideration of the project’s priority list to the Public Works Committee.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of paying half of the cost to move the fence at the dog park and the Mid- State Snowdrifters paying the other half.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-1 with Alderperson Diedrick voting no.

Mr. McCue shared that an extra “tiger sign” was added on the Division Street Bridge and a “Narrow Bridge” sign was added on the west bound side of Division Street.


Alderperson King moved approval of a Memorandum of Understanding between Golden Sands Resource Conservation and Development Council and the City of Wautoma to partner for an “Emerald Ash Borer Urban Forestry Outreach Campaign” project.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Hernandez moved approval of a request from CAP Services to change the way they get paid to administer the CDBG-RLF.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of waiving the security deposit for the Home and Community Education for the WWII Memorial.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Grimm and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of purchasing an air compressor from Lincoln Contractors Supply, Inc. for $15,780 if a third of the cost is paid by a USDA-RD grant.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 6-0.


Alderperson Grimm moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 6-0.  The meeting adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
