MINUTES FROM THE

CITY OF WAUTOMA

REGULAR MEETING OF THE COMMON COUNCIL

OCTOBER 14, 2013
Mayor Nixon called the regular meeting of the City of Wautoma Common Council to order at 7:30 p.m. on Monday, October 14, 2013.


Present: Mayor Nixon, Alderpersons Trevor Diedrick, Robert Helbing Patrick King, Steve Ryerson, and Lee Wise.


Excused: Alderperson Aaron Grimm


Prayer and Pledge took place.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of the Common Council meeting held on September 9, 2013, Common Council meeting held on September 13, 2013, Finance and Personnel meeting held on October 7, 2013, Plan Commission meeting held on October 7, 2013 and WWII Memorial Board September 19, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.

Mr. McCue presented the General Fund Budget Comparison and Bank Account Report.


Neil Olson spoke regarding the Mill Pond.   Alderperson King moved to set up a nonpaid Mill Pond Commission and to allow Mr. Olson to select up to 10 members.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 5-0.

Rey Vega spoke regarding his storm drains that are illegally hooked up to the city’s sanitary sewer system. 


On behalf of the Chamber of Commerce, Mary Kunasch requested the use of the WWII Memorial on November 30, 2013 for a breakfast with Santa event.  Alderperson Wise moved to allow the chamber to use the building for free on that day from 8 to 3p.m.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Wise moved approval of 13-005 An ordinance to create section 8-1-19 of the code of ordinances for the City of Wautoma to create the Wautoma Area Municipal Court for the Village of Hancock, Village of Redgranite and the City of Wautoma and an agreement for the establishment and    operation of the Wautoma Area Municipal Court.  The motion was seconded Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.


 Mr. McCue presented his monthly Administrator/ Clerk/ Treasurer’s report.  Chief Weiss’ report was also reviewed.

Todd Trader from MSA Professionals gave an update on the Sanitary Sewer Project.


Alderperson King moved to sell the Gables building and property, to allow Mr. McCue to enter into a contract with a realtor and to allow the realtor to pick the market price.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 3-1-1 with Alderperson Diedrick voting no and Alderperson Helbing abstaining. 

Alderperson King moved to allow Mr. McCue to decide what projects the city should submit to the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission if any.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Wise moved approval of pay application 4 from PTS contractors in the amount of $793,915.83. The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.  


Alderperson Wise moved approval of Change Order 1 for Visu-Sewer for a net savings of $9,800 for the Sanitary Sewer Project.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 5-0.


Alderperson King moved approval of a not to exceed contract with MSA Professionals for the Division Street Engineering amendment for $24,500.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.


Alderperson Ryerson moved approval of pay application 3 from Visu-Sewer in the amount of $147,115.38.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.


A letter from Infratech was presented regarding the relining of a man hole.


CAP Services CDBG-RFL Quarterly Activity Report was presented.


Alderperson Wise moved approval of the waiving the security deposit for the Home and Community Education’s Holiday Fair at the WWII Memorial.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson King and carried 5-0.

Alderperson King moved to refer the item of having two handicap spots on Scott Street next to the Masonic Lodge to the public safety committee.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.


Alderperson King moved approval of paying the monthly vouchers.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.  It was noted that the City of Wautoma pays its bills unlike the federal government.

Alderperson King moved to deny Mr. Blaszczyk’s request to both have the city donate $500 Wounded Warrior Foundation and an apology printed in the Argus because he is alleging he was discriminated against because of his disability.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.

Alderperson Wise moved to hire Ehlers and Associates to help create a Capital Improvement Plan for the City of Wautoma for a one-time cost of $2,500.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Diedrick and carried 5-0.

Alderperson King moved to table action regarding the City owned parking lot on St. Marie Street next to the Ducks Crossing building.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.
Alderperson Wise moved to have the carpet cleaned at the WWII Memorial and to decide on a long term solution at a later date.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Ryerson and carried 5-0.


Alderperson King moved to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Alderperson Wise and carried 5-0.  The meeting adjourned at 10:23 p.m.
